
Kentucky Core Content Test --Seven day testing schedule requirement for Spring 2009
Things to consider when creating school testing schedules:

· The testing window choice of the district does not change. The legislative changes impact the scheduling of testing within the test window.
· The legislation mandates a maximum of 7 days for testing and up to 3 days for make-ups.
· OAA has generated schedule options for schools and districts to accomplish this limit to testing time.  Schools may choose this option or one of their own as long as all test parts are scheduled and completed in 7 days of testing.
· Sample schedules represent the 7 testing days and do not show the make-up days.  Some time for make-up can be included within the 7 days if desired. While schedules may indicate morning or afternoon, the exact time to begin testing is up to the schools and districts.
· Any day a regular test session is scheduled is considered a test day, no matter how long or short a session you have scheduled.  You cannot count the test days as ½ day on Tuesday and another ½ day on Wednesday.  
· Schedules do not include testing in PL/VS and A & H since these are not to be tested this spring, even though they are included in the test booklets.  
· Make-up days can be scheduled in-between test days to give students a break from testing. 

· EXTENDED TIME: It is important to schedule start times of sessions to allow time between sessions for extended time. The recommended time should be adequate for nearly all students. Extended time was never expected to be used for all students. It was intended only for those few who do not get finished in the general population and, of course, for those with time as an accommodation in an IEP, 504 Plan, or PSP.  Make arrangements for students who need extended time to have a place to complete the test, so that other students can go back to instructional activities.
For a 10 day window, the 7 days could be spread among those days so that testing is not scheduled for 7 consecutive days.  See the example below.
